BECAUSE all of our models are
limited editions, we do run out of
them - but sometimes collectors
buy or obtain several of the same
models. The reason they do this is
in order to swap them as and when
they require a particular model.

Sometimes the vehicle doesn’t
basically change when a different
code 15 given 1o it - but a feature of
it might do.

For example, when the edition
for TREX in 1994 on Model No.
008 was set to 12,000, it was
anticipated that this would
comfortably allow for all the
applications from the TREX on-
pack offer. However, the
applications kept rolling in, and a
further edition of 3000 was
produced with gold wheels (008G).
Again, it outsold the second release
and the base was changed to grey
(008X for a further 5000 models.
Once again this release ran out, and
a final 5000 pieces were
commissioned, this time with a blue
base (Q0BY'), 1o complete the offer.

This has unfortunately happened |
on several vehicles. It 1s not our
intention for this to happen, in fact |
the only time this can occur is when
a major company such as TREX
run an ‘on pack” van promotion,
and we have to estimate the
redemption requirement.

In future we will increase the
edition for on-pack offers in the
hope it will not become necessary
to re-issue again, Other models
affected in this way were Jordan’s
009G to 009 black wheels and
Q09X (grey base).

Therefore, if you are after any
particular model let us know - we
might be able to help.
